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Sermon Title: Let Me Introduce Myself

Scripture:

Psalm 19:1-4, 7-8, 10-11
For the director of music. A psalm of David.

" The heavens declare the glory of God;
the skies proclaim the work of his hands.
? Day after day they pour forth speech;
night after night they reveal knowledge.
’ They have no speech, they use no words;
no sound is heard from them.
“Yet their voice[b] goes out into all the earth,
their words to the ends of the world.

e What do we learn about God (e.g., traits, personality, what matters, priorities) in this
passage?
e What do we learn about people, and ourselves in particular, this week?

Sermon Reflection Questions - Reflecting on this week’s sermon, discuss the following:

e In his sermon, Scott uses a “build a bear” / “build a God” analogy to describe how
we sometimes create a God that suits us and our desires, rather than look and listen
for him to reveal who he really is to us. Reflecting on your own life, is there an
example of a time when God revealed himself to you, shattering your own “build a
God"” creation?

e God pursues us and wants to know us. How might we be on the lookout for God'’s
revealing of himself to us this week?

Closing Question and Application:
e Given what we've discussed together today, how might God want you apply these
learnings to your life or in the life of your community this next week? Who might you
share this with?
