Genesis 1:1-3

e What do we learn about people, and ourselves in particular, this week?

Sermon Reflection Questions - Reflecting on this week’s sermon, discuss the following:
e Which person of the Triune God do you most relate to, and which seems most distant:
Father? Son2 Holy Spirit?2 Explain.
e The doctrine of the Trinity means that 1) relationships are more important than
anything else 2) Community matters, 3) God is in a good mood (full of joy) and wants
us to be as well. Which of these three do you struggle with, which is most natural to

you?

Closing Question and Application:
e Given what we've discussed together today, how might God want you to apply these
learnings to your life or in the life of your community this next week? Who might you
share this with?
