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Sermon Title: Follow the Leader

Scripture: Luke 22:24-26

24 A dispute also arose among them, as to which of them was to be regarded as the
greatest. 25 And he said to them, “The kings of the Gentiles exercise lordship over them,
and those in authority over them are called benefactors. 26 But not so with you. Rather,
let the greatest among you become as the youngest, and the leader as one who
serves.

Discussion Questions:

Opening Questions:

Sermon Reflection Questions — Reflecting on this week’s sermon, discuss the following
e Leadership is another word for influence. Who are the people around you that
you are influencing (aka leading)?
e How could you more purposefully influence (lead) them in positive directionse

Closing Question and Application:
e Given what we've discussed together today, how might God want you apply
these learnings to your life or in the life of your community this next week? Who
might you share this with?
