Icebreaker Question: What is something you have been practicing or a habit you've been
working on recently?

Opening Question: Looking back to last week’s sermon and scripture... How did you live
differently or practice what we talked about in your life this week? What did you do and how
did it go?

This week’s scriptures:

John 14:15-25

15 “If you love me, keep my commands. ' And | will ask the Father, and he will give you another
advocate to help you and be with you forever— 17 the Spirit of truth. The world cannot accept
him, because it neither sees him nor knows him. But you know him, for he lives with you and will
be in you. 8| will not leave you as orphans; | will come to you. '? Before long, the world will not
see me anymore, but you will see me. Because | live, you also will live. 29 On that day you will
realize that | am in my Father, and you are in me, and | am in you. 2! Whoever has my
commands and keeps them is the one who loves me. The one who loves me will be loved by my
Father, and | too will love them and show myself to them.”

22Then Judas (not Judas Iscariot) said, “But, Lord, why do you intend to show yourself to us and
not to the world2”

23 Jesus replied, “Anyone who loves me will obey my teaching. My Father will love them, and

we will come to them and make our home with them. 2# Anyone who does not love me will not
obey my teaching.

Sermon Reflection Questions: Reflecting on this week’s sermon, discuss the following:

e In these verses Jesus repeats himself a lot. Why does he do this2 What points is he
trying to drive home to his disciples@

e If we obey because we are compelled by Jesus' love for us how might you live differently
this week?

Closing Question and Application: Given what we've discussed together today, how
might God want you to apply these learnings to your life or in the life of your community this
next week? Who might you share this with?

Closing group prayer: Spend a few minutes together in your group sharing prayer requests
and then praying together for each other. Take the challenging parts of your conversation to
Jesus. Thank God for the time together, the conversation shared, the other people in the group,
and for encouragement in the week ahead.
