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Sermon Title: We is Better Than Me 
 
 
Icebreaker Question: What is something you’re thankful for or a way you’ve grown in your 
All In group this fall? 
 
Opening Question: Looking back to last week’s sermon and scripture… How did you live 
differently or practice what we talked about in your life this week?  What did you do and how 
did it go? 
 
This week’s scriptures:  
 
Philippians 2 

Therefore if you have any encouragement from being united with Christ, if any comfort from his 
love, if any common sharing in the Spirit, if any tenderness and compassion, 2 then make my joy 
complete by being like-minded, having the same love, being one in spirit and of one mind. 3 Do 
nothing out of selfish ambition or vain conceit. Rather, in humility value others above 
yourselves, 4 not looking to your own interests but each of you to the interests of the others. 

5 In your relationships with one another, have the same mindset as Christ Jesus: 

6 Who, being in very nature God, 
    did not consider equality with God something to be used to his own advantage; 
7 rather, he made himself nothing 
    by taking the very nature of a servant, 
    being made in human likeness. 
8 And being found in appearance as a man, 
    he humbled himself 
    by becoming obedient to death— 
        even death on a cross! 
9 Therefore God exalted him to the highest place 
    and gave him the name that is above every name, 
10 that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, 
    in heaven and on earth and under the earth, 
11 and every tongue acknowledge that Jesus Christ is Lord, 
    to the glory of God the Father.

12 Therefore, my dear friends, as you have always obeyed—not only in my presence, but now 
much more in my absence—continue to work out your salvation with fear and trembling, 13 for it 
is God who works in you to will and to act in order to fulfill his good purpose. 

14 Do everything without grumbling or arguing, 15 so that you may become blameless and pure, 
“children of God without fault in a warped and crooked generation.”[c] Then you will shine 
among them like stars in the sky 16 as you hold firmly to the word of life. And then I will be able 
to boast on the day of Christ that I did not run or labor in vain. 17 But even if I am being poured 
out like a drink offering on the sacrifice and service coming from your faith, I am glad and 
rejoice with all of you. 18 So you too should be glad and rejoice with me. 

19 I hope in the Lord Jesus to send Timothy to you soon, that I also may be cheered when I 
receive news about you. 20 I have no one else like him, who will show genuine concern for your 
welfare. 21 For everyone looks out for their own interests, not those of Jesus Christ. 22 But you 
know that Timothy has proved himself, because as a son with his father he has served with me in 
the work of the gospel. 23 I hope, therefore, to send him as soon as I see how things go with 
me. 24 And I am confident in the Lord that I myself will come soon. 

25 But I think it is necessary to send back to you Epaphroditus, my brother, co-worker and fellow 
soldier, who is also your messenger, whom you sent to take care of my needs. 26 For he longs 
for all of you and is distressed because you heard he was ill. 27 Indeed he was ill, and almost 
died. But God had mercy on him, and not on him only but also on me, to spare me sorrow upon 
sorrow. 28 Therefore I am all the more eager to send him, so that when you see him again you 
may be glad and I may have less anxiety. 29 So then, welcome him in the Lord with great joy, 
and honor people like him, 30 because he almost died for the work of Christ. He risked his life to 
make up for the help you yourselves could not give me. 

 
Scripture Reflection Questions: Read this week’s scripture together and discuss the 
following (note: we use the same scripture reflection questions each week so that we can 
practice using the same tools over time as we examine different scriptures): 
 

• What do you feel when you read this scripture (excited, angry, worried, etc….)?  Why 
do you think that is?  (Explain in your group and then take that response to Jesus in 
prayer this week.) 

• As you read this scripture, where does it challenge your current cultural context? 
 

Sermon Reflection Questions:  Reflecting on this week’s sermon, discuss the following: 
 

• According to Philippians 2, what should the characteristics (plural) of Christian 
fellowship/relationships be?  

• In his sermon, Scott describes the joy that is found in a “we is better than me” 
relationship.  Where or how have you experienced something like that?  How might you

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make a sacrifice this week to practice putting someone else’s needs first in a relationship 
that is important to you? 
 

Closing Question and Application:  Given what we’ve discussed together today, how 
might God want you to apply these learnings to your life or in the life of your community this 
next week? Who might you share this with? 
 
Closing group prayer:  Spend a few minutes together in your group sharing prayer requests 
and then praying together for each other.  Take the challenging parts of your conversation to 
Jesus. Thank God for the time together, the conversation shared, the other people in the group, 
and for encouragement in the week ahead.
